Vivien’s debut album “Water on Soil” will be 

released during 2006,  containing original 

songs written by Vivien Searcy, Cecilia 

Brändström, Caroline Bränngård, Andreas 

Rydman and Patricia Viguurs. 

 

Vivien feels at home in Europe, she speaks 

fluent English, German, Italian and Swedish, 

giving her an international insight.
